Dear Friends, 
 

This weekend we launch our Parish Grand Annual! You can use the envelopes you received in the mail, pick up an envelope in the

portance of this initiative and to encourage your participation. Even with the incredible ministry we accomplish through the parish, the 
Choir School and the Harvard Catholic Center, we do struggle to pay our bills and to achieve funding for the salaries of our (small and 
overworked!) lay staff, regular programming and physical plant maintenance.  Our weekly offertory collection is in the range of $5,000
-$7,000, while other parishes of comparable size but with far fewer activities regularly generate $11,000-$14,000.  Last year, 150 
households/individuals participated in our Grand Annual, and we raised just over $60,000.  I would love to significantly increase the 
number of households contributing this year, with a goal of at least $65,000.  If each household could contribute $300, in addition to 
the regular offertory, it would be a great help. And if more or less than that amount is what you can sacrificially offer, the important 
thing for me is that we have a wide range of folks involved.  We will keep you updated about our progress.  Many thanks for your 
prayerful generosity! 
 

This week we were blessed to celebrate a beautiful Mass for our beloved dead, with FaureΩs wŜǉǳƛŜƳ sung by our Choir of Men and 
Boys.  I find this to be one of the most moving liturgies of the year, and I am grateful to all those who participated.  IΩd like to remind 
you that we have a special book for Remembrance of the Dead located at the Shrine of Our Lady Queen of Victory on the left side of 
the Church where you can inscribe the names of those who have died.  There are also All SoulΩs Mass envelopes available in the vesti-
bule which you can complete and give to a priest or leave in the offertory basket.  
 

We continue our observance of praying for the dead with another Requiem Mass, hosted by the Harvard Catholic Forum.  On next 
Wednesday, November 9 at 4:30pm, we will have a lecture about the history and importance of the Requiem Mass in Catholic tra-
dition, followed at 5:30pm by a celebration of the Holy Mass for the Dead.  This will involve the music of the rarely heard Okeghem 
wŜǉǳƛŜƳ, sung by the internationally acclaimed .ƭǳŜ IŜǊƻƴ a cappella singers. Join us for this informative and very spiritually enriching 
time. 
 

I am also very happy to announce that the Choir SchoolΩs most recent recording will be released in just a few weeksΩ time. It con-
tains many gems for your prayer and meditation (including works by Faure, Gregorian chants, and several settings by our Music Direc-
tor, James Kennerley.)  More information to come! 
 

We invite you to join us on (announced) Thursday evenings at 5:30 pm to participate in our beautiful Choral Vespers service at 
5:30pm, led by our Choir School. This half hour of sung prayer is a perfect way to move from the day into the evening and is open to 
all.  Please join us!
